   Have you purchased multiple orders of trees and shrubs along with a roll or two of weed barrier?  Are wondering how you are go-
ing to get it all installed!?!?  The Popo Agie Conservation District has two implements available that make installing large windbreaks 
an easier endeavor.  The tree planter and weed barrier fabric machine can be used together or individually.  There is no rental 
charge, but you do need a tractor (25+ horse power) with a three-point hitch. 
 

   The tractor straddles the trees, the machine rolls the fabric out over the trees, and one person sits in the implement and cuts a slit 
for the trees to be pulled through as it is laid down.  The implement also buries the edge of the fabric under soil to keep it in place.
